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On December 14, 2007       

Angela Buys (Widefield High 

School Spanish teacher) gave 

birth to a beautiful baby boy, 

three days later her life would 

be changed dramatically. At a 

time when Angela should have 

been settling in to the wonders 

of a new born she became very 

sick with a high fever and rash.  

The next day would find her in 

the ICU at memorial on a venti-

lator struggling for her life.  

Dr's would tell her husband that 

she had only a few hours to 

live.  Enter prayer warriors 

three rooms full of people on 

their knees. I remember praying 

for Jesus to come to her rescue 

I said to Him you raised Laza-

rus from the dead and he wasn't 

even a mother.  The next few 

hours were amazing.  One of 

the Dr's treating her called sev-

eral doctors all over the United 

States and they all agreed that 

an emergency hysterectomy 

should be performed. She was 

whisked into surgery and we all 

waited with bated breath and 

prayer.  The doctor came out to 

inform her husband that indeed 

that is where the infection was, 

and they felt that she would 

make a recovery. By Christmas 

morning they would start wean-

ing her off the Ventilator.  

When the body shuts down like 

Angela's all the blood pools to 

the vital organs to keep them 

alive.  She would now have to 

face huge tissue and muscle 

loss to her lower legs and feet. 

She was transferred to Univer-

sity Hospital burn and trauma 

center to undergo many surger-

ies and skin grafts to save her 

legs and feet, not to mention 

extensive rehabilitation and 

physical therapy.  During this 

struggle she remained separated 

from her other three children 

and new born.  Her strength and 

determination was remarkable she 

remained optimistic and relied on 

God's healing to restore her.  The 

prayer warriors stayed on call 24-7 

and the prayers were all heard.  On 

a beautiful sunny day April 15th 4 

months after her hospitalization 

Angela came home to a crowd of 

friends, family and Charlie the 

Gladiator to celebrate her home-

coming.  She will require further 

surgeries on her feet, but we are 

Thanking God for the MIRACLE 

of Angela's life and for the contin-

ued MIRACLES in her total RES-

TORATION.  Many of you prayed 

for her and she is very appreciative 

of all your help and encouraging 

card and letters. 

Faithful in Prayer by Sherri Moore 

In a large bowl, combine 4 C lukewarm milk, 1/2 C oil, 1/2 C sugar, and 1-2 t salt.  Stir together.  Add 2 

pkg quick rising yeast; let dissolve.  Add flour (anywhere around 4-6 C) add enough flour till it makes a 

smooth ball.   I then knead it on a floured surface for 10 minutes.  Place in a large greased bowl and cover 

with a wet cloth.  Let rise till double 1- 1/2 hrs.  When double, punch down and knead another 10 minutes.  

It is then ready to put into pans for loaves or to make rolls.  Let rise again till it gets to the desired height  (I 

usually let mine rise about an hour unless the kitchen is real warm and then it's  less).  Then bake at 350 

degrees for about 35 minutes, or until top is nice and brown.  You do want to make sure that it is cooked 

enough or the inside will be doughy!  I always cook it a bit longer.  Take out of pan, place on cooling rack 

and cover top with butter.  Enjoy!
